System Design

For the city of Ahmedabad, given the constraints of road widths, encroachments, cattle menace and traffic disorder the median lane option for BRT has been
recommended. This option enables easy integration of the bus flow with the rest of the traffic.

Design Features

The various cross sections for the
varying RoW’s are as shown.
Segregation of the various modes
have been maintained in principle.
The design of the stretches will
vary according to the available road
width.

The various design interventions taken into consideration while designing the BRT corridor
consistof:

B Continuous pedestrian paths

B Bicyclelanes andlanes for slow moving traffic with segregation at possible locations
B Atgrade pedestrian crossing for access to bus stops

B Plantations

B Developmentofurban squares and plazas.

In existing conditions, along the various stretches of
roads proposed for BRT, the used RoW comprises of
40% of the available RoW.
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The BRT Stops have been proposed to be located on the near side of the intersections to enable
easy access from the pedestrian crossing.
